 RENEWABLE SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION 
 
SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY: The Coos Youth Auction Committee R e n e w a b l e  Scholarship is 
open to application by any previous recipient of a CYAC scholarship who is furthering his or her education 
at a recognized college, university or technical/vocational school, and who meets the following eligibility 
requirements: 

1. Applicant must have previously received a CYAC scholarship. 

2. Applicants must be willing to commit to volunteering 6 hours to helping accomplish the current 
year’s Coos Youth Auction. 

3. Applicants must carry an equivalent of 6 credit hours and maintain a 2.5 GPA. 

4. Applicants can receive the renewable scholarship 3 times in pursuit of a Bachelor’s degree and up 
to a total of 6 times in pursuit of a Master’s or Doctorate degree. 

5. Not all applicants are guaranteed a scholarship. 
 

INSTRUCTIONS:  This application must be completed in full and postmarked on or b efore  M a y 15, 
to be considered by the scholarship committee.  Applications and/or accompanying documents postmarked 
after May 15 are considered ineligible.  Interviews will be held the second Saturday of July, time and 
place to be announced. 

 

To complete this application, the applicant must include the following: 
 

1. Three current letters of recommendation by persons (other than relatives) who have known you  
at least one year.  Dated after September 1 of the current school year. 

 

2. A copy of his or her current college transcript or equivalent trade school progress report.  
Transcripts must be sealed by school personnel and accompany this application unopened.
