Herdsmanship

The 4-H Herdsmanship Contest is to help 4-H members learn skills in making a presentable exhibit for the public
as well as learn skills in courtesy, cooperation, neatness and proper care of animals.

Basis for scoring:

Club members.........ccccviiivieeeeenns 40 points

Appearance, friendliness, courtesy, conduct, cooperation and work done by member.
ANIMAS.....ooiii e 30 points

Securely tied or penned, clean and comfortable, regularly fed and cared for.
Exhibit Area.........ccooeeiiii 30 points

Alleys, stalls and pens attractive for audience, feed and equipment safely stored, stall cards
displayed and filled out.

1. Herdsmanship will be judged from 9:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. Wednesday through Saturday of Fair.
Herdsmanship will not be judged during species show or the livestock judging contest.

2. All waste, manure and straw should be placed in designated area by 7:45 a.m. each day.

3. Beef, sheep, goats, swine, rabbits, poultry, horse and dairy exhibits will be judged for herdsmanship.

4, Herdsmanship will be judged on a club basis. Individual herdsmanship is mandatory. Premiums will be

paid on an individual basis according to club results, and as determined by standard premium point
values. (See General Rules section.)

5. Club herdsmanship awards will be announced daily.

Livestock Animal Judging and Identification Contest

1. Contestants may judge up to five classes of beef, sheep and swine, one class of animals with production
records, one class of forage, and identify up to ten grains, feeds or minerals.

2. This contest shall be open to any interested Oregon FFA chapters, chapter members, 4-H club members
or open class participants.

3. Livestock judging contestants shall judge either 4-H, FFA or open class and must declare which prior to
the start of the contest.

4. Oral reasons will not be required for Open Class, however, may be required for 4-H and FFA participation.

Premium points will be paid to Jefferson County FFA and 4-H members.

6. No prior fair experience and Junior class will comprise one class, Intermediate and Senior will comprise
another separate class.
