Buyer Thank you Cards

Dear 4-H and FFA members,

It is not too soon to start thinking about thank you notes
for your buyers at fair! The sale committee would strong-
ly encourage you all to start writing a rough draft of your
thank you card so you are prepared when you arrive to
fair and can then just add some personalization. Be sure
to spell-check and look up words in advance that you
may need to check for spelling. When writing your thank
you note, buyers love to hear what you learned or en-
joyed about your project and what your plans are in the
future. Remember, they just gave a very generous dona-
tion above market price, so please take some extra time
to put effort into writing your thank you, a one or two
sentence thank you usually seems inadequate. Please
keep in mind that many businesses display their thank
you cards.

At fair, you will need to pick up your thank you cards
from your leader/advisor on Saturday evening or Sunday
morning. The Sale Office is very busy during sale time
and immediately after and cannot be handing out indi-
vidual thank you cards to members during this

time. Once you have finished your thank you, make sure
your leader proofreads it and approves it. Once they feel
it is satisfactory then you should seal your envelope, ad-
dress the outside of the envelope properly to your buyer,
and give your thank you to your leader to turn in. The
Sale Committee Office WILL NOT collect individual
thank you notes from members, but will only collect
them from leaders/advisors once they have all of their
club/chapter's thank you notes. Please feel free to reach
out to the Sale Committee if you have specific questions
on thank you notes.
