Morrow Co. Fair 4-H & FFA Market Sheep, Goat & Swine:

Weigh in will be held June 2nd at the Irrigon High School from 8:00 - 11:00 and
on June 8th at the Morrow County Fair Grounds from 8:00 - 11:00.

Sheep shearing will be available at both locations for $10/head from 8:00 - 11:00.

Meat goats may be shown with horns. ANY sign of behavior or safety issues could result

in required, capping or even disqualification at judge, superintendent, or 4-H staff,
discretion.

All male market animals must be castrated prior to weigh-in. Any intact animal will be
banded at weigh-in.

If you are unable to attend either weigh-in, contact the
Extension Office no later than a week prior to the 8th of June.
